e certified diploma or transcripts from a college, university or trade school

e resume detailing experience

e verification of qualifying experience from three licensed mechanical administrators
e proof of passing the exam

Exam and License Fees: The fee for taking the exam is $125, and there is a
nonrefundable fee of $50 to apply for the license, and $350 to obtain it.

Step 2. Purchase the required books for your exam.
